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2018 will be a truly memorable year as the Saint-Laurent commu-
nity celebrates its 125th Anniversary. On February 27, 1893, a new 
city was created in Québec, specifically the Ville de Saint-Laurent. 
At the time of its incorporation, the metropolis already comprised 
1225 residents, 225 predominantly wooden houses, several busi-
nesses and four hotels. Two months later, on April 25, 1893, its 
newly-formed City Council sat for the very first time. 

The transition from village to city was a major milestone in the his-
tory of Saint-Laurent and marked the start of its impressive expan-
sion. Largely a farming territory at the time of its incorporation until 
the sixties, Saint-Laurent then began to enjoy sustained growth 
and underwent a major industrial shift. Home today to more than 
104,000 residents and 4500 businesses, Saint-Laurent is now the 
largest borough in terms of surface area (43 km2), and an impor-
tant economic hub in Québec, with 105,000 jobs. 

“We are proud of our history, our citizens and our strong sense 
of belonging that characterizes us. We would like to seize the 
opportunity presented by this anniversary to celebrate our won-
derful community and its tremendous progress,” stated the Mayor 
of Saint-Laurent, Alan DeSousa. 

Open house at Borough Hall
To commemorate this anniversary, Saint-Laurent’s administration 
has planned events to which citizens will be invited throughout the 
year, including two during Spring Break Week.

THREE FINALISTS FOR THE BIODIVERSITY CORRIDOR
On January 9, the names of the three finalist teams were 
announced in the multidisciplinary landscape architec-
ture competition for the development of the Cavendish-
Laurin-Liesse biodiversity corridor. 

This two-stage competition was open to landscape 
architects, biology/ecology specialists, designers and 
architects from all over Canada.

Selected by a jury consisting of eight professionals in 
complementary fields and presided over by architect 
Pierre Thibault of Atelier Pierre Thibault, these finalists 
are as follows:

•	 Groupe Rousseau Lefebvre, to be joined in the 
second stage of the competition, by J.F. Sabourin et 
associés inc. and Signature design communication.

•	 Provencher_Roy, Biofilia et White Arkitekter, to be 
joined by Exp in the second stage.

•	 Table Architecture and LAND Italia s.r.l., to be joined 
in the second stage by civiliti and Biodiversité Conseil.

“Saint-Laurent is proud to organize, in partnership with 
Ville de Montréal's  Bureau du design, the first com-
petition of this kind in Montréal. Included in our Local 
Sustainable Development Plan for 2017-2020, this ini-
tiative is enabling us to confirm the importance that our 
Administration attaches to biological diversity. Our will to 
develop a corridor, to connect the natural environments 
with other green spaces fragmented by urban develop-
ment, is gradually materializing in this way, as this pro-
ject progresses,” pointed out the Mayor of Saint-Laurent, 
Alan DeSousa.

Next steps
The finalist firms will have until March 22 of this year 
to develop their concepts, for which they will each be 
remunerated $24,000. These three projects will then 
be presented to the public at an event to be held a few 
weeks later, on April 5, at the Centre des loisirs de 
Saint-Laurent.

The winner of this competition, whose name will be sub-
sequently announced, will then be awarded a contract 
to develop the master plan to design the Cavendish-
Laurin-Liesse biodiversity corridor and will be compen-
sated $125,000 to do so.

The territory sought for this biodiversity corridor extends from the 
intersection of Boulevard Cavendish and the highway 40 service road 
in Parc-nature du Bois-de-Liesse, crossing the Marcel-Laurin hub at 
the intersection of Boulevard Poirier and Boulevard Cavendish.

REUSABLE BAGS: DON’T LEAVE 
HOME WITHOUT THEM 
In its quest to protect the environment, Ville de Montréal now prohibits merchants from 
distributing lightweight plastic bags. Consumers have access to a simple solution: reusable 
containers and bags. 

Most plastic bags are now prohibited because they constitute a serious visual and ecolo-
gical nuisance, and have a major impact on land and marine ecosystems. Moreover, their 
breakdown can take several centuries. The ban on distributing certain bags also aims to 
reduce at the source, which means a decrease in packaging. 

The bylaw took effect on January 1, and merchants have a grace period extending until  
June 5, 2018, to comply.
