An immediate reduction in the budget of the SPVM and a concrete plan to reduce the budget by at least 50% in the next two years. This should include an immediate hiring freeze, elimination of all drug and sex work related enforcement squads and overpolicing over 
marginalized and racialized communities.

Funding for the creation of a unarmed mental health and drug-related crisis response service to be dispatched by 911 operators like other emergency services

Reallocation of SPVM budget to massively increase affordable housing and social services including far more services for survivors of domestic abuse and unhoused people seeking housing or other support services.

Reallocation of SPVM budget into programs and services, including youth programs, recreation programs, and employment training programs, in presently criminalized communities; empower communities to develop and manage  programs that work for them.

Invest in Indigenous models of justice and empower Indigenous communities to address all harms committed by Indigenous people though these models; empower other oppressed  
communities, especially Black communities, to develop and run similar approaches to justice.
