Asphalting work: complete closure between Avenue Greene 
and Rue Rose-de-Lima

Approximate duration: one day
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     In the week of October 9 for the duration of one day:

● Between Avenue Greene and Rose-de-Lima: complete closure. On-site signage will indicate the 
detours to follow. 

● Two-way local traffic possible on Avenue Brewster and Rue Bel-Air, between Rue Saint-Jacques 
and Rue Saint-Antoine.

● The access to Rue Rose-de-Lima will only be possible via exit 2 of Route 136 during the work for 
the duration of one day.  

Please Note ● These interventions could be delayed or their duration extended due to weather or other constraints; 
● The obstruction on Rue Saint-Antoine between Avenue Atwater and Avenue Greene remains in 

place until beginning of November.
