This year 
was marked by the adoption of the City of Montréal’s first Cultural Development 
Policy, which was the result of a dynamic reflection and consultation approach.

Through this policy, which originated at the Montréal Summit and was adopted at 
the last city council meeting in August, the City maintains that culture is one of its 
most important driving forces that is also extremely important for its reputation 
and future development. The City also clearly states its desire to make citizens, 
creators and artists the core of its cultural action and to assume a leadership role. 
In fact, the City would like to also assume, in an unprecedented way, a leadership 
role in terms of cultural development across its territory. Three major issues are 
defined: the accessibility of arts and culture, supporting arts and culture and the 
impact that culture has on the lives of Montrealers. Reaching these objectives 
requires everyone’s involvement! This mobilization effort involves the creation of 
the Forum montréalais de la culture, which will help keep track of all contributions 
on a regular basis. One of the highlights of the cultural policy involves the city’s 
libraries. The next ten years will be devoted to overhauling and upgrading 
Montréal’s library network.

For this ninth edition of the city’s renowned photography festival, its head 
curator, Martha Langford, has prepared a visionary programme in honour 
of the innovative spirit of imagination and experimentation that defines the 
medium. The scale of the festival is equally impressive. Le Mois de la Photo à 
Montréal will feature more than 60 artists from Australia, the United Kingdom, 
Haiti, France, the United States and Canada. Their work will be exhibited in 
27 different cultural venues around the metropolis, including four of the 
Maisons de la culture. In Côte-des-Neiges, you’ll discover a fascinating 
show by Denis Farley entitled Irradiations II, a video and photo installation 
filmed in the “Diefenbunker,” a nuclear bomb shelter built for the Canadian 
government. In Notre-Dame-de-Grâce, Fouilles dans la zone unites the work 
of Phil Bergerson, Michel Campeau and Glenn Sloggett, artists who “excavate” 
their images from the wastelands of modern culture. Campeau, for example, 
visits a post-industrial junkyard where the scattered machines resemble the 
bodies of soldiers in no man’s land. At the Maison de la culture Frontenac, the 
French artist Alain Bublex exhibits a monumentally complex project begun 
over 20 years ago: Glooscap, an imaginary New Brunswick town complete 
with explorer’s maps and survey charts. In the Plateau Mont-Royal, Angela 
Grossmann and Polixeni Papapetrou offer us a chance to follow Alice back 
down the rabbit-hole. Their exhibition D’après Alice reinvents elements from 
Lewis Carroll’s Alice’s Adventures in Wonderland on the basis of their own 
experiences as mothers.
