PITFIELD HOUSE 
 
 
The Pitfield house at the parc-nature du Bois-de-Liesse 
9432, boulevard Gouin Ouest, Pierrefonds QC H8Y 1T4 
514 280-8706, Monday to Friday, 9 a.m. to 4:30 p.m. 
 

- Directions 
 
By car:  
Autoroute 40 West, exit 60 to Autoroute 13 North 
Autoroute 13, exit 8 (boulevard Gouin – Henri-Bourassa) 
Follow the directions to boulevard Gouin. 
At the traffic light, turn left and drive for approximately 100 metres.  
 
Public transit:  
From the Henri-Bourassa metro station, take bus No. 69 West to the end of the line, and then take 
bus No. 68 West to the park entrance, past Autoroute 13.  
From the Côte-Vertu metro station, take bus No. 64 (Grenet) to the last stop, and then take bus No. 
68 West. 
Commuter train: Sunnybrooke station, then bus No. 68 East (Pierrefonds) 
 

- Capacity 
Maximum 75 people in all three rooms – West wing 
Room 1 – “Le Cardinal”:  37 people (reception) 25-35 people (U-shape meeting)  
Room 2 – “Le Jaseur”:  22 people (reception)  18 people (U-shape meeting)  
Room 3 – “La Mésange”: 16 people (reception) 12 people (U-shape meeting)   
 

- Dimensions 
Room 1 – “Le Cardinal”: 5.8 m x 8.6 m (50.6 m2/545 ft2) 
Room 2 – “Le Jaseur”: 4.6 m x 6.0 m (27.3 m2/294 ft 2) 
Room 3 - “La Mésange”: 5.8 m x 4.5 m (24.8 m2/267 ft 2) 
Fully equipped kitchen: 4.0 m x 5.5 m (22.2 m2/239 ft 2) 
Coatroom: 1.8 m x 3 m (5.8 m2/62 ft 2) 
 

- Equipment 
o TV/VCR/DVD 
o Sound system (two speakers, two tripods, one amplifier, one CD player, one 

microphone, one MP3 cable available.)  
o Two screens available 
o Wireless Internet access Wi-Fi (upon request) 
o Five easels available (paper and markers not included) 
o Charcoal grill (3 ft X 2 ft) for the adjoining patio (available for receptions, charcoal not 

included) 
o Tables 30 in X 6 ft and 30 in X 5 ft  
o Round tables with 60-in diameter 
o Firewood (available) 



o Four electrical outlets in each room 
o Two electrical outlets on the exterior walls of the house (110V) 
o Three coffee makers: 30 and 36  cups (one pound regular coffee), 55 cups (two 

pounds regular coffee) 
o Water jugs 
o Coffee machine ($) available at the welcome desk during opening hours 
o Fully equipped kitchen: Two refrigerators, one six-burner stove, one oven and one 

microwave oven (dishes and tablecloths not included) 
o Grass patio with seven picnic tables for 42 people maximum. A tent approximately 10 

ft X 20 ft may be installed (rented from an outside company). Electrical power (110 
V), water fountain and outdoor faucet nearby. 

o Paving stone patio adjacent to the house (no furniture allowed) 
 
Prohibited: 

- Burning Bengal lights indoors 
- Sticking decorations on the wall (except with putty) 
- Use of confetti 
- Taking furniture or the sound system outdoors 
- Driving vehicles in the park 
- Access to the building’s second floor and basement 
- Smoking indoors 
- Parking in the U-turn area 
- Burning candles that are not enclosed in a glass or draft-proof container  

 
Notes: 
Renters are allowed to decorate rooms or bring items into the kitchen or rooms (if they are 
available) starting at 11 a.m.  Renters will need to call a few days before the reception and 
are fully liable for any damage or loss on the premises.  
 
 Arrival time from 1 p.m. to 1 a.m. (12-hour period) 
 Meeting schedules to be arranged (eight-hour or four-hour period) 

 
- Universal accessibility 

All three rooms are accessible to persons with reduced mobility.  
 

- Parking capacity 
The public parking lot has spaces for 90 vehicles.  
 

- Fees 
 
Meeting room: $170 to $335 (four-hour period) – weekdays, all taxes included 
Reception room: $725 to $885 (all taxes included)

Sites are open from 9 a.m. to sunset. 
 

- Capacity 
West site: 50 to 100 people 
East site: 50 to 100 people 
Accueil des Champs site: Maximum 250 people 
 

- Equipment 
 
West and East sites: 

• Ten picnic tables  
• Barbecue areas with ash bins, 3 ft X 2 ft charcoal grill available (charcoal not included) 
• 110V electrical power with extension cord (not included) for house connection, or a 

gas generator can be rented. 
• A tent can be rented from an outside company.  
• No music permitted outside other than acoustic instruments  
• Water fountain and outdoor faucet nearby 
• Volleyball net available

• Barbecue areas with ash bins 
• 110V electrical power with extension cord (not included) for the house, or gas 

generator can be rented. 
• Barbecue area, 3 ft X 2 ft available (charcoal not included)
