Dear fellow citizens
of Saint-Laurent,

After a decade spent increasing
the number of initiatives that strive
to enhance our living environment,
Saint-Laurent Council decided to formalize our leader-
ship position by declaring ours a “sustainable municipal
territory”.

This gesture is intended to underscore our collective
pride at being part of this movement and to encourage
other communities to jump on board. Often summarized
by only its environmental focus, sustainable develop-
ment encompasses all areas of a community’s activity.
It aims to create a living environment that is as dynamic
economically as it is with respect to social development
and culture by ensuring that we limit our carbon footprint
and preserve our resources to benefit future generations.

This philosophy drives us to look further — sometimes
much further — and requires all players to make a real
change in paradigm. It involves making a concerted

effort and using methods which are more complex and
exacting than the customary ones, with benefits that
are not as immediate. It pushes us to innovate, to test
hypotheses and projects, to measure results, and some-
times to change course along the way. What’s more, its
successes are not always easy to perceive because
they comprise modest advancements whose benefits
are only revealed in the long term.

We witnessed a remarkable example of this with the
results of the borough's 2017 collective and corporate
greenhouse gas emissions inventory released in January.
Emissions have decreased by 21% since 1990, while
Saint-Laurent experienced spectacular demographic
growth over the same period. Organic waste collec-
tion, green roofs, LED streetlights, the elimination of
fuel oil and more: all stakeholders in the borough have
demonstrated the peaks that can be achieved with
combined efforts.

Congratulations to you all! Let's see what we can accom-
plish as an official “sustainable municipal territory”!

After a snowstorm, it isn’t uncommon to witness a concerning phenomenon on the
streets of Saint-Laurent: snow-covered cars, referred to as “mobile igloos”. Every
year, the SPVM responds to incidents resulting in injuries and damage caused by
chunks of ice flying off these hazards-on-wheels.

To avoid a $107 fine or, even worse, an accident, take the time you need to properly
clear all the snow from your vehicle before venturing out onto the public roadway. This
includes the windshield, roof, headlights, mirrors and license plate.
